Information for Erasmus students

Applied Linguistics
The Chair of Applied Linguistics offers linguistics studies on two levels:
Studia licencjackie/ pierwszego stopnia (lic.) – Bachelor studies
Studia magisterskie /drugiego stopnia (SUM or USM) – Master of Arts studies
Students of Applied Linguistics study two languages simultaneously. They need to attend the courses offered both in the first and in the second language. You can find in the schedule the following abbreviations:
1.j. - first language
2.j. - second language
The abbreviations below refer to different groups according to the language pairs declared by the students:
AR (angielski/rosyjski) – This is a group with English as the first language and Russian as the second language 
AH (angielski/hiszpański) - English/Spanish
AP (angielski/portugalski) - English/ Portuguese 
AN (angielski/niemiecki) - English/German
NA (niemiecki/angielski) – German/English
The numbers (I, II, III or 1, 2, 3) describe a year of the study, e.g. 2 NA means second year for the German-English group.
Courses
To know more about the courses offered by the Chair of Applied Linguistics you have to contact the teachers individually. 
You can also choose courses outside the Applied Linguistics Chair, but you have to contact the Erasmus Coordinator of the other faculty or department. You can find these details available at the Campus course “Erasmus_Lingwistyka stosowana”, theme 2.
Office hours
To find the email address of a teacher or his/her office hours you can: 
· use the main page of the UMCS university https://www.umcs.pl/, change the language at the upper right corner of the website into English and write the name of the teacher
· or write in the browser (for example using google) the title, the name of your teacher and UMCS, for exemple “dr Marta Michaluk UMCS”.
Below the photo you will find the email address, then click “wyświetl” – show it
Besides, you have to know some words in Polish:

Requirements
1. You have to attend all the courses you have declared to the Dean’s Office (Documents for the Dean’s Office, theme 2). You can be absent twice a semester, no more. 
2. Please stay in contact with your Erasmus Coordinator. If you get information via email, it is necessary to confirm receiving it. 
3. Erasmus students attending a course have to be in contact with the teachers of the courses and the students of the given group to meet the requirements, details, set dates etc.. The schedule of your classes is not fixed but it can be updated during the semester a couple of times. Students and teachers also make appointments during the semester; hence, stay in touch with them.

Weteranów 18 – The Polish Language and Culture Centre for Poles and Foreigners, because you need some basic knowledge of Polish to communicate better in your private and academic life at Applied Linguistics.
